All actors should have a base costume which consists of a white t-shirt or tank top and black
pants/leggings. This will assist with costume changes throughout the show.

Please note: Many of these costume pieces can be purchased from Goodwill/ found in your closet
Hair should be pushed back out of your face; Make up should be used to highlight facial features as stage lights will wash
them out. It is recommended that actors wear mascara, slightly darkened brows, pink or red lipstick or gloss, and a pink

blush on cheeks. Additional props may be requested as needed.

Actors are encouraged to bring in costumes to any rehearsal for approval but all costumes are due January 6.
Please keep costumes at home. Costumes should be worn for all rehearsals beginning January 13.
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
